    Roofing

The City of Milford WAS about to require that our contractors pull permits by the unit, not by the building. However, that has been ironed out, and work will progress. At the moment, we are roofing on Penn Common, units x – x. After those are complete, the project will move to 1-11 Jackson Drive.

When work is scheduled on your building, you will receive a notice in your mailbox.  Please note that at that time all patios must be cleared of tables, chairs, and anything movable. (You may leave these items in the BACK grassy areas during the duration.)  The Association and the roofers are not responsible for moving your belongings or for any plantings that may be ruined during construction.

Along with roofing, we are replacing gutters and downspouts, chimney surrounds, flashing, and soffits.  In some areas, entire chimneys need to be replaced, some venting of upstairs bathrooms needs to be replaced, and in other areas part of the vinyl siding

has to be torn off and replaced.  This is not a regular roof replacement project as you would have on a 

home but more along the lines of major renovations to our roofing system.  When your roof is being worked on, Bob Austin will be in touch with you directly to schedule a time to get into your attic space for any work that may be required.  

Note:  Attic space will become messy (sawdust).  Anything of value should be covered during this project.

The buildings that are in the most need of repair are being completed first.  The order of work is at the discretion of the professionals – but your building will be done.

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Animals and Pets
New Rules & Fines, effective immediately

You have received by mail the Annual Meeting minutes along with a notice concerning changes in the Rules regarding dogs, and the increase in fines for violations of the Rules. We are repeating them here in case you misplaced your original copy. The changes will be on the web site as well.

Due to some recent events and problems, the Board of Directors has revised the Rules & Regulations regarding dogs on leashes/roaming/etc., and increased the fines for violations. The majority of our community members obeys the rules and has respect for others and other pets. If you observe any violations of the following rules, PLEASE write a letter and put it in the clubhouse mail slot; without documentation we cannot assess a fine. Thank you. Please place this memorandum with your Longmeadow documents.

Section 1,I:

At present this section reads: Animals are not to be tied or fastened outside. All owners shall clean up after their pets. No animals are allowed in the playground.

The new Section 1, I shall read: Animals are not to be tied or fastened outside. All owners shall clean up after their pets. No animals are allowed in the playground. If sitting/standing outside on either the front porch or back patio with a dog(s), the dog(s) must be kept within the confines of said porch or patio, on a leash held by a person; the dog(s) must be under control at ALL times. Unit owners are responsible for ensuring that the residents and guests of their unit follow the Longmeadow rules and regulations. The unit owner is liable for any fines for any violation or violations caused by any resident or guest of their unit. Fines will be assessed (see “Fines Established, May 2000”) for violations of this section. Adopted on September 18, 2007 at the Meeting of the Board of Directors.

Fines Established May, 2000

Item 2:

At present this section reads: Tying dogs outside units is prohibited, and one (1) notice will be delivered as a warning. The 1st offense after the warning is delivered will result in a $10.00 (ten dollars) fine, the 2nd offense will result in a $25.00 (twenty-five dollars) fine, and the 3rd and further offenses will each result in a $50.00 (fifty dollars) fine.

The new Item 2 shall read: Tying a dog(s) outside units is prohibited, and unless walking the dogs(s), allowing dogs to be off the porch or patio area while sitting/standing with said dog(s) is prohibited. One (1) notice will be delivered as a warning. The 1st offense after the warning is delivered will result in a $50.00 (fifty dollars) fine, the 2nd offense will result in a $100.00 (one hundred dollars) fine, and the 3rd and further offenses will each result in a $200.00 (two hundred dollars) fine. All fines shall be levied against the owner of the unit. All tenants of a unit will be made aware that a warning has been given or fine(s) has been levied. . Adopted on September 18, 2007 at the Meeting of the Board of Directors.
 And we must issue our quarterly appeal -- Please! Please! Please! Clean up after your dog.  Remember: there is no chaining, leashing, or tethering of any animal outside of your unit at any time -- not even if you think your pet is harmless!  This is for the safety of residents, workers, and YOU – to keep you free of lawsuits.

And just in case anyone needs another reminder – Please -- No food outside for the wild animals.  Not only are you feeding the birds, but also attracting wildlife like skunks, raccoons, muskrats, geese, deer (yes, deer at Longmeadow), and rodents that live in the protected marshlands running next to our homes.  Not many people enjoy an encounter with a skunk or wading through goose droppings at the “bird sanctuary” while out for an evening stroll.
